God's Bread Box is a newly formed IRS approved non-profit corporation created to help feed the =
ﬂ‘ hungry in the Lemoore area. Unemployment figures for December have risen to 16.8% in Kings

j County, ranking us the 17" worst county in California. Lemoore alone has 14.7%
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Currently there are only two agencies offering help to the hungry. Lemoore Christian Aid is able
to help a family only once every six months, and in 2010 they served an average of 57 families
} per month. LifeWay Church distributes USDA commodities every month to the 250 plus families
I who financially qualify. This is clearly not enough help. The mission of God’s Bread Box is to
supplement these agencies by raising money through food grants and corporate or private |
donations. These donations will be used to buy quality foods from the Fresno Food Bank and/or |
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the Kings County Food Bank upon its completion. As a distributing organization, we can
purchase food at phenomenally low prices, then box and distribute it once a month. We plan to
begin with the 250 families who qualify for USDA commodities. Though there will be no income
qualifications, only residency requirements, we will not refuse anyone in need as long as we
have the food to give. We have estimated that we will need a minimum of $3000 each month.
That need is based on an estimate of $12 per box. Our goal is to begin food distribution in July
and continue on a monthly basis until the hunger and poverty of this area is gone.

Our box of food will contain protein enriched products, and be supplemented with seasonal fruits
and vegetables. Each family will receive one box. Large families will also receive a
supplementary bag of food if available.

God's Bread Box is @ non-denominational organization staffed totally with volunteers. We will be it
| using the facilities at Christ Church Anglican Mission for our office space and distribution site.
| With the exception of office supplies and occasional fees, every dollar raised will be used to feed
i the hungry. Although serving 250 families in the beginning may seem grandiose, it will only
|
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make a small dent in the problem of hunger in Kings County. It is hoped that one day we will be
big enough and financially strong enough to open God's Bread Box to Stratford (unemployment rate
37.7%) and the west side of the valley.

Our immediate goal is to raise $36,000 to allow us to serve these 250 families every month for a
full year. The more money we raise, the more people we can feed. To sponsor one month of

food for God's Bread Box the cost is $3000. If you are interested in sponsoring one box/family for
one year, the cost is only $144 or $12 per month. All donations are tax deductible.
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
