* LU Policy LU-I-28 - Remove figure showing the boundaries of
the DMX zones

* CD Policy CD-I-11 - Remove cottonwood and eucalyptus from
the list of protected trees and provide more flexibility in the
implementation of a tree preservation ordinance

* CD Policy CD-I-23 - Reference the Zoning Code, rather than
the Architectural Design Guidelines for Downtown

* CD Policy CD-I-54, Figure 4-3 (Street Sections), and Table
4.4 to reduce the parkway and modify the requirement for
street trees along local streets

» Figure 8-4, Future Noise Contours, for consistency with JLUS

Zoning and Development Code

» Chapter 9-2: Procedures and Entitlements
— Clarified the appeals procedures in Table 9-2A-6-1

— Added reference to conceptual plans for mixed use
centers to minor site plan and architectural review

— Updated the major site plan and architectural review
permit to require review of proposed demolitions or
exterior alterations and additions to non-residential
buildings that are more than 75 years old, as required
by the General Plan

— Updated the Highway Oriented Sign Permit to include
the additional findings described in article 9-5F
(signage) for height and location exceptions

« Chapter 9-3: Zoning Districts and Map

— Revised the descriptions for the residential
and mixed use zoning districts based upon
policies in the GP

— Updated the Naval Air Station Lemoore
overlay zoning district description

Zoning and Development Code

* Chapter 9-4: Use Reqgulations
— Added “community food bank” and “gated residential
community”
— Modified the allowed uses in Table 9-4B-2 such that:

* Multi-family dwellings: Permitted above neighborhood
commercial zoning district

« Gated residential communities: Allowed in residential districts
with a CUP

» Community food bank: allowed in residential districts with an
AUP

 Office, business, and professional uses: allowed in RC district
with AUP

» Auto and vehicle sales: Allowed in the ML districts with a CUP
* Vehicle services, major: Allowed in the MU district with a CUP
» Vehicle services, minor: Allowed in the MU district with a CUP




Zoning and Development Code

* Chapter 9-4 Continued
— Allow temporary food banks by right no more than 12 times per
year
— Provide a process through a TUP for temporary improvements to
property to address public safety concerns
— Added a requirement for a passing lane for drive-through uses
— Updated the home occupation use listings based upon
discussion
— Large family daycare
» Proprietor must be a resident of the home
» Modified the hours of operation as discussed at the workshop
— Removed parking requirement for second dwelling units
— Sexually oriented businesses,
» Prohibited minors that are accompanied by an adult
» Restricted the display of goods at the front of the store
» Updated the violation section

Zoning and Development Code

¢ Chapter 9-5: Site, Development, and Operational Standards

— Revised undergrounding of utilities requirement for existing
development, based on valuation of work

— “Beefed up” standards for carts and Abandoned Shopping Cart
Prevention Plan

— Minor changes in setback requirements
— Removed cottonwoods and eucalyptus trees

— Clarified applicability and added additional provisions for
landscape water reporting requirements

— Updated RV parking standards based upon discussion at
workshop

— Changed minimum display time for digital signs from 20 seconds
to 7 seconds

— Added reference to chapter 7-4 under Highway Oriented Signs

— Removed allowance for long-term leased signage at 19t Avenue
Park

— Revised trash collection standards based discussion
at workshop to address trash areas within buildings

— Clarified the intent of the utility screening
« Chapter 9-7: Mixed Use Development Standards
— Updated the map of mixed use centers

— Clarified purpose of a conceptual plan and drafted
procedures for plan approval and amendment

» Chapter 9-8: Specific Plan Zoning Districts — No
major changes have been made to this chapter.

e Chapter 9-9: Overlay Zoning Districts

— Added the special development standards for established
PUDs

— Updated/cleaned up the map of the NASL Overlay Zone.

— Added definitions for certain sign types
