MINOR SITE PLAN AND ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW 

(Section 9-6-3E and 9-2B-12 of the Lemoore Municipal Code)


		Development standards for signage in downtown are predominately identified in Section 9-6-3E of the Lemoore Municipal Code.  While these standards are specific to the downtown, the city’s general policies, standards, permit requirements, and development, maintenance, and removal standards also apply as described in Section 9-5-F-Signage.  Nothing in this section shall exempt a sign from the requirements of the city adopted building code and requirements for obtaining a building permit before installation.

Permanent signage in the downtown need a “Minor Site Plan and Architectural Review” administrative approval as provided in Section 9-2B-12, while exemptions are listed in Section 9-6-3E-1, and prohibited signs are listed in Section 9-6-3E-2.

	Awning/Canopy 
	-Lettering shall only be allowed on valance flaps and shall not exceed ten inches (10") in height; it shall also be located within the middle seventy percent (70%) of the valance area.
-Logos, symbols, and graphics are allowed on the shed (slope) portion of an awning, not exceeding nine (9) square feet.

-Permitted on first and second story occupancies

-May be illuminated through spot lighting (e.g., pendants) directed at the face of the awning.

	Marquee/Changeable Copy 
	-Signs shall not be attached to the sloping face of mansard overhangs or other architectural devices intended to resemble or imitate roof structures.

	Portable / A-Frame 
	-One portable sign shall be permitted per establishment. In the case of multiple establishments having a common entrance, only one portable sign shall be permitted per entrance. 
-The maximum size shall be eight (8) square feet, < 4’ in height.
-Made of long lasting, durable materials such as wood and metal (no cardboard or poster board).

	Projecting/Bracket 
	-These signs shall not be longer than eight feet (8') and shall not be taller than four feet (4').

-These signs shall maintain a minimum vertical clear space to sidewalk of eight feet (8').

-An encroachment agreement is required when this sign is placed over the public sidewalk. These signs shall maintain a minimum two foot (2') clear space to curb.

-These signs may be internally or externally illuminated; however, internally illuminated signs shall be designed so that only the letters, logos, numbers, or symbols appear illuminated. The background of the sign shall not be illuminated, such as with a can sign.

-Signs shall not be attached to the sloping face of mansard overhangs or other architectural devices intended to resemble or imitate roof structures.

	-Window Sign: A window sign shall not make up more than twenty five percent (25%) of the window area.

Wall 
	-Shall not extend above an eave or parapet. When located along a fascia, they shall not extend beyond the vertical distance of the fascia.

-These signs shall be placed flat against the wall and shall not project from the wall more than required for normal construction purposes and in no case more than twelve inches (12"). The designated approving authority may modify this requirement in special circumstances where a projection greater than twelve inches (12") may be desirable to allow the creation of an especially creative and unique sign design.

-Shall be located within the middle seventy percent (70%) of the building or occupancy frontage.

-Shall not cover or obstruct any portion of a window or architectural element.

-May be internally or externally illuminated; however, internally illuminated signs shall have opaque face panels so that only the letters, logos, numbers, or symbols appear illuminated.

	CITY STANDARDS FOR ALL DOWNTOWN SIGNAGE (Section 9-6-3E)


AMOUNT OF SIGNAGE ALLOTED:

- 
Signs Along Primary Frontages: The total allowed area of signs along the primary frontage of a building shall be based on a ratio of two (2) square feet of sign for every one linear foot of building frontage. There shall be no limit to the number of signs along a primary frontage. 

- 
Signs Along Secondary Frontages: The total allowed area of signs along the secondary frontage of a building shall be based on the ratio of one and one-half (11/2) square feet of sign for every one linear foot of building frontage. There shall be no limit to the number of signs along a secondary frontage. Secondary frontages shall include any building side that directly abuts a side street, alley, or parking lot.
- 
Cumulative Total Of Sign Area: The maximum area allowed for any individual sign shall be one hundred (100) square feet while the total of all signage shall not exceed two hundred (200) square feet, if allowed based on frontage.

DESIGN

-
Proportionality: The signage shall be in scale with the overall building. Signage on any frontage should generally not take up more than ten percent (10%) of the height of the building.
-
Design Standards are intended to provide compatibility between the sign(s) and the overall scale of the building and 

a)  Shall be compatible with the architectural style of the on site building(s)., 

b)  Shall incorporate at least one of the predominant visual elements of the on site building(s), such as type of construction materials, color, or other design detail, 

c)  The city encourages signs to be complementary to the style and color of the building; however, they need not follow the adopted downtown historic color palette, and d) the letter style used on a sign should be compatible with the architectural style of the building. 

d)  Neon light may be used, provided the sign is compatible with the design character of the building.

Care And Maintenance
· All signs shall be maintained consistent with the provisions of chapter 5, article F, "Signage", of this title. (Ord. 2012-01, 4-17-2012)
	Signs Exempt from approval


-Those signs listed in chapter 5, article F, "Signage", of this title as being exempt from permit requirements; and
-Temporary signs complying with the following limitations:

a) One sign per public frontage, limited to one square foot of sign per one linear foot of primary building frontage, not to exceed one hundred (100) square feet in total;

b) One temporary sign shall be permitted for a maximum of thirty (30) days. After the thirty (30) day period, another type of temporary signage may be placed for a maximum thirty (30) day period. Not more than one type of temporary signage shall be allowed at one time. A maximum of two (2) temporary signs shall be permitted for a maximum of thirty (30) days at a time, maximum one per street frontage, provided that the same type of temporary sign was not located on the site for a maximum of thirty (30) days prior to the display and the same type of temporary sign will not be displayed for a minimum of thirty (30) days after.

c) Signs shall be constructed of long lasting materials, such as canvas, cloth, or vinyl plastic, and may not be constructed of cardboard or paper.Exe
	Prohibited Signs


In addition to those signs listed in chapter 5, article F, "Signage", of this title as being specifically prohibited, the following signs shall also be prohibited in the downtown:
a. Banners as permanent signs
b. Freestanding signs, unless otherwise approved as part of site plan and architectural review
c. Digital message signs
d. Internally illuminated can signs with translucent field
	Abandoned Signs per Section 9-5F-2G


“Abandoned signs” shall be those signs left after the close of a business and which have not been updated upon occupancy of a new business at the same location. The following standards shall apply to conforming and nonconforming abandoned signs:

a. If a sign is maintained, the sign copy shall be replaced with blank sign copy within ninety (90) days of the close of the business (e.g., no utility service, not open for more than two (2) weeks).  

b. A sign that is maintained with blank copy shall only be allowed to remain for nine (9) months (for a total of twelve (12) months from business closure). At the conclusion of this time period, if a new business that utilizes the nonconforming sign structure has not been established, the sign shall be removed.

c. Abandoned signs that are not maintained or removed consistent with the requirements of this section may be abated by the city and reimbursed by the property owner.  
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
